QUICK WINTERIZING PROCEDURE
If you cannot do the Optimum Winterizing procedure, you can still protect your pressure washer 
from winter-damage by following the steps below:
• Disconnect all water connections.
• Turn on the machine for a few second, until the remaining water in the pump exits. Turn off 

immediately.
• Do not allow high-pressure hose to become kinked.
• Store the machine and accessories in a room that does not reach freezing temperatures.Do

not store near furnace or other sources of heat as it may dry out the pump seals.

C A U T I O N :
Drain gun assembly of any remaining water. Aim gun downwards and aqueeze trigger.

. Siphon water at low-pressure 

rinse it thoroughly.
